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Our History
DAHCC was formed in the early 80’s by a coalition of several Home Care companies including VNA of DE, Eastern Shore, Quality Care, Professional Home Health Care, and the Wilmington Hospital Home Care Co.  It was joined shortly by many of the new Home Care companies including the Hospital based companies of St. Francis, Kent General, Milford and Beebe, all of whom started Hospital Based Home Care companies during that time period.  Bayada, Generations, Oncology Care, Neuro Care and others became actively involved and maintain a long history with the association.  In addition to the certified Medicare Home Care agencies, the association has attempted to serve the needs of the private duty agencies and Hospice agencies and has reached out to DME companies and IV Infusion companies.  The name was changed to the Delaware Association for Home and Community Care to embrace these larger needs.
The purpose of the organization has been always to communicate, collaborate, and educate.  At intervals, the Association has attempted to be involved in political activity under the direction of NAHC, and at one time hired a part time Executive Director to become a trade organization.  Each time the larger purpose was not achieved, and DAHCC returned to its original purpose.  At the current time, we meet bimonthly to educate, communicate and collaborate.  Annually we sponsor an educational conference.
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
